A survey of likely Black and Hispanic voters in battleground states, with an
oversample of Black, and Hispanic parents.

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Methodology

These findings are from a proprietary survey conducted by brilliant corners Research & Strategies
for the Freedom Coalition for Charter Schools, FCCS.

This is a survey of 806 Black and Hispanic likely voters from battleground states (Arizona, Georgia,
Michigan, Nevada, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, and Wisconsin) with an additional 100
oversample of Black or Hispanic parents. The survey was conducted by phone, using professional
interviewers starting on June 4, 2024, and ending on June 17, 2024.

The survey's sample was drawn randomly from the voter file and geographically stratified for
proportional representation. The data was weighted slightly to adhere to population
demographics of voters in the voter file. The margin of error overall is +/- 3.5 percent, with a 95
percent confidence interval. The margin of error for sub-groups will be higher depending on the
size of the sub-group sample and the size of the actual response to any given question.
